Trees
provide shade and filter water and air to reduce soil erosion and
greenhouse gases.

Keep your landscape thriving with the right amount of water and care.
Any water wise plant, whether low water use or California native,
needs water to get established, meaning regular supplemental
irrigation the first 1to 2 years. Once the plant is established, water
deeply and infrequently to help create deep roots.

Irrigate your landscape in the early mornings before 6AM or late in the
evening after 8PM to minimize water loss due to wind or heat. Avoid
watering in the heat as it promotes the growth of fungus, which can
be bad for plants.

Spread and maintain a 2-3 inches layer of mulch around garden plants
and trees to help keep moisture in the soil, discourage weed growth
and keep the roots cool.

Let the weather help and plant

in the fall or winter. The weather
is cooler, and the rain helps to
naturally water your plants during
the establishment.
